Our camp will be held at H.T. Barrett Fun Forest Camp – 1901 Beaver Bank Road.

(on the right at the bottom of next hill past Kinsac ball fields)  Gates will open around 6:30pm Friday with camp opening at 7pm.  Camp will close at 11am Sunday.

CAMP FEES
