INFORMATION SHEET

Our camp will be held at H.T. Barrett Fun Forest Camp – 1901 Beaver Bank Road.

(on the right at the bottom of next hill past Kinsac ball fields)

We hope the weather holds off as we would like to do our “survival hike” on Saturday again this year.  Please keep an eye on the forecast and be sure to dress appropriately!!  Youth should wear their uniforms when they arrive.  Parents are asked to drop off youth at the cabin by 7pm (gate will be open after 6:30pm).

We may get the chance to do some sledding and skating.  Bring along your sled and skates.  We will be sure to check ice thickness (lakes in Beaver Bank are currently listed at 8”) before proceeding.

Cubs who can not, or prefer not to come Friday evening, can wait to come in Saturday morning at 9:30am.  Camp will officially close at 1:00pm Sunday afternoon.  

CAMP FEES

Camp fees are $30 per youth ($25 if you are not staying Friday night)

The actual cost for us to go to camp is always more than what we charge.  Expenses that have to be paid before we even get to camp (crest, craft supplies, etc.) are taken out of the $1 dues collected each week to offset some of the costs.  We “do our best” to keep camp costs low.
