	Court-of-Honour Code for the 2nd Beaver Bank Scout Troop

It is the responsibility of each member of the 2nd Beaver Bank Scout Troop Court-of-Honour to: 
1. Set a good example in living by the Scout Promise and Law
2. Uphold the honour and tradition of the 2nd Beaver Bank Scout Troop
3. Consider the wishes of his Patrol before those of himself
4. Be fair and just in making all judgments
5. Abide cheerfully by all the decisions of the majority
6. Assist the Troop Scouter and the and other Leaders in the operation of the Troop
7. Respect the secrecy of Court-of-Honour discussions when appropriate

The Responsibility of the Court-of-Honour

1. Guarding the honour of the troop by its youth members
2. Provide youth input to the planning of Troop activities and give feedback to the Troop Scouter and Leaders
3. Provide youth members an opportunity to make decisions about Programs, Patrol Competitions, Badge requirement completion by youth and Discipline of youth members not upholding the Troop's Honour or Guidelines

Court-of-Honour Members

* A Senior Scout member (Pathfinder Scout with 2 years of service at 2nd Troop)
has a vote on decisions
* A Scout member from each Patrol who has been a member of Scouting for a minimum of one year has a vote representing his patrols' wishes
* The Troop Scouter has no vote and can only veto a decision of the Court of Honour if he or the Leadership Team he represents feels the decision made by the youth members is unreasonable or unsafe based on the Scout Law and Promise
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
