Winter Camp Gear

All gear should be packed in plastic (i.e. baggies or garbage bag) before packing in duffel bag or knapsack, to keep the stuff inside dry

Everything should be packed in such a way that it is possible to carry it all comfortably for up to one mile.  Make sure that all your clothes are marked with your name. If they end up in lost and found, your parents will be able to retrieve them. (Eventually!)  SCOUTS should pack their own gear.

Flashlight and extra batteries
Ground sheet/tarp and foam (blue foam is best)

*Warm WINTER Sleeping bag or two summer sleeping bags

A few grocery bags for garbage/dirty clothes
Extra winter boots or hiking boots if available

3 packages each;
2 pair of socks, 1 underpants and 1 undershirt in a Ziploc bag


WINTER COAT

Rain boots & coat
Extra socks are recommended
long johns/long underwear
warm pajamas or track pants (DON’T SLEEP IN THE SAME CLOTHES YOU WORE ALL DAY)
2 pants (NO JEANS!!!!!)
1 snow or ski pants if available
2 warmer shirts or sweaters 
Extra mittens/gloves and toques, scarves, etc
vest (optional)
half a dozen Hot Shots would be helpful for warming hands and feet
hand soap, toothbrush/toothpaste/wash cloth
toilet paper roll


Medicines (except asthma puffers) if required are to be left with the leader
Dishes - Plate, bowl, cup, knife, fork & spoon
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
